Additionally, the department 
offers some safety tips:
Home Fire Escape & Safety 
Planning

· Develop a fire escape plan 
that identifies two ways out of 
each room and a family meeting 
place outside.

· Make sure your plan allows 
for any specific needs in your 
household. If everyone knows 
what to do, everyone can get out 
quickly.

· Practice your plan, at least 
twice a year.

· Install approved smoke 
alarms on every level of your 

home, including bedrooms and 
living areas.

· Mount the smoke alarms high 
on walls and ceilings and donít 
paint or alter the alarms.

· If the smoke alarm sounds: go 
to your closest exit, and if there 
is smoke on your way out, turn 
and use your second way out. If 
you must exit through smoke, 
get low and go under the smoke 
to your exit. Donít take time to 
pick up belongings; just get out 
and help others get out. Move 
fast but stay calm.

· Replace the batteries at least 
once a year, and never ìborrowî a 
battery from your smoke alarm.

· Replace all smoke alarms 
after 10 years or when moving 
to a new residence.

Rosalind Russell’s R Star 
Foundation recently received 
a cash gift and a much-needed 
digital camera from the Downey 
Rotary Club, whose president, 
Stan Carmichael, personally 
presented the gift at a recent 
meeting of the Laguna Beach 
Rotary Club, where she is a 
member. 

“Goat Lady” Russell has 
become well-known in Laguna 
for her project “Women Helping 
Women & Children…therefore 
the world,” which offers indigent 
women in Nepalese mountain 
villages the chance for a better 
life through the gift of goats.

It is rare for the president of 
one club to come to another to 
bestow such a gift. Normally the 
recipient is invited back to the 
Rotary Club that is making the 
donation. However, Carmichael, 
after hearing Russell give a 
moving talk to the Downey 
Rotary, felt that she had too much 
going on to return to Downey, 
especially with a possible 
return to Nepal scheduled for 
November.

Russell’s upcoming trip to 
Nepal to oversee current projects, 
including goat-giving and a new 
school, hinges on the donation of

funds intended for her goat work 
and the village school are never 
used to cover administrative 
or travel costs. To date, 100 
percent of the donations have 
gone exclusively to the projects 
themselves. Overhead costs for 
travel and equipment are either 
underwritten by Russell or she 
seeks a donation specifically for 

that purpose, such as Downey 
Rotary’s donation of a digital 
camera to document her work.
